meeting of the Joint Committee for consideration and ratification. 

As WHSSC will cease to exist on 31 March 2024, this matter will be reported 
on under the Chair’s Report at the inaugural JCC meeting on 23 April 2024 for 

ratification, and the full WHSSC Legacy Statement will also be included on the 
main agenda for the meeting for assurance.
