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1. 	SITUATION/BACKGROUND

1.1 The purpose of the report is to provide an update on current emergency ambulance performance for EASC Members and to provide an overview of the range of actions and processes that have or are being implemented to support performance improvement. 

1.2 This report presents information in line with the most recent publication of the Ambulance Service Indicators attached at Appendix 1. 

1.3 In response to feedback from Members, additional management information will be available during the meeting. This information is un-validated and subject to change prior to publication, therefore use of this information outside of the meeting should be treated with caution. 

2. SPECIFIC MATTERS FOR CONSIDERATION BY THIS MEETING (ASSESSMENT)

2.1 This report will set out activity and performance across Calls, Incidents, Response and Output.  

2.2 Chart 1 shows call volume versus the 95th percentile answer time. The 95th percentile answer time remains extended.

Chart 1 – 999 Calls vs 95th Percentile answer times



2.3 Not all calls received by the 999 Clinical Contact Centres (CCCs) will generate an incident. The Chart 2 shows the relationship between call volumes and incident generation. 

2.4 There is an ongoing gap between the number of calls answered and the number of incidents generated, this is often seen at times of escalation related to individuals calling back due to a delayed response.

2.5 Members have recognised the importance of remote clinical support for patients and increasing the numbers of patients receiving an outcome of hear and treat.

2.6 The Chart 3 demonstrates the volume of incidents resolved by hear and treat. Investment in both staff and technology within the clinical support desk is starting to support improvements in this level as well as providing more granular data on the outcomes for patients. 

2.7 This chart contains information for 999 calls resolved by the emergency ambulance services clinical support desk as well as incidents passed to 111 for resolution.

2.8 Chart 4 demonstrates the categories of incidents receiving at least one ambulance response. Whilst there is a clear reduction in the number of incidents receiving a response overall, it should be noted that much of this reduction is driven by escalation actions.

2.9 Members should also note the increase in Red incident volume. By their nature, red incidents often require multiple responses at scene and so have a disproportionate effect on resource availability for other incidents.

2.10 Chart 5 demonstrates the total level of emergency medical services (EMS) hours produced. 

2.11 Cymru High Acuity Resource Unit (CHARU) is a new type of resource that is replacing rapid response vehicles (RRVs), focused on improving clinical outcomes for the sickest patients.

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2.12 Chart 6 demonstrates the levels of post-production lost hours.

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2.13 Chart 7 demonstrates Red performance alongside the range of response times that have been achieved. The lack of delivery of the target has been well documented, however members should note the increasing response times that underpin this.

2.14 Chart 8 shows the response times for Amber patients. Whilst there is no time target for Amber patients, it is accepted that these patients still require a timely response. The current response times for this category are significantly above the level that would be considered appropriate.
  
2.15 The key to delivery of appropriate response within Amber is the availability of ambulance resource. Work remains ongoing to develop a utilisation metric to support this.

2.16 Optimising conveyance is a key aim of the Six Goals for Urgent and Emergency Care Programme. Whilst Chart 9 shows an overall reduction in both conveyance volume and percentage, this impact must be considered in light of the information provided earlier in this report which showed the reduction in attendance in response to escalation decisions.

2.17 Chart 10 demonstrates the level of lost hours to handover outside emergency departments (ED) in Wales.

3. 	KEY RISKS/MATTERS FOR ESCALATION TO THE COMMITTEE

Handover Delays
3.1 As can be seen from Chart 10 above, handover delays at hospital sites in Wales continue to pose a real and significant challenge to the delivery of timely, safe and effective emergency ambulance provision for the population. 

3.2 Members will be aware of the Ministerial Summit held on 28 November 2022 on Handover Delays that took place and a number of EASC members were in attendance. The aim of the Summit was to discuss ongoing concerns around the ambulance handover delays causing harm to patients. Each health board provided an update on their handover improvement plans and commitments.

3.3 The Minister closed the meeting by asking attendees to continue to work with the Chief Ambulance Services Commissioner (CASC) and the EASC team to update handover improvement plans and to make immediate improvements to reduce the risk to patients in the community. 

EASC Action Plan

3.4 The actions within the EASC Action Plan (at Appendix 2) continue to be monitored via CASC Quality and Delivery meetings with WAST, as well as the fortnightly tripartite handover improvement plan / integrated commissioning action plan meetings and Welsh Government IQPD meetings.
