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1. 	SITUATION/BACKGROUND

1.1 The established EASC Management Group and Non-Emergency Patient Transport Services (NEPTS) and Emergency Medical Retrieval and Transfer Service (EMRTS Cymru) Delivery Assurance Groups are sub-groups of the EASC Committee.

1.2 The Committee currently receives the minutes of these groups for approval once they have been confirmed at the subsequent sub-group meeting.

1.3 The time delay in receiving confirmed minutes can be as much as six months when a quarterly meeting has been cancelled.  Therefore, it is proposed that a Chair’s Summary is produced after each sub-group meeting.

1.4 This approach reflects the Chair’s EASC Summary that is prepared following each meeting of the EASC Committee.

2. SPECIFIC MATTERS FOR CONSIDERATION BY THIS MEETING (ASSESSMENT) 

2.1 The sub-groups are the mechanisms through which Health Boards and commissioned services jointly plan and take collective action to deliver the Committee’s priorities.

2.2 These groups are tasked with enacting the commissioning responsibilities of the Committee to ensure the provision of safe, effective, equitable and sustainable services for the population of Wales.

2.3 In order to ensure that Committee Members are fully updated on the discussions held and progress made at the recent EASC Management Group meeting held on 21 April 2022, the Chair’s Summary is attached at Appendix 1.
